	Understanding

-Beginning to understand ‘why’ and ‘how’ questions.

-Listens and responds to ideas expressed by others in conversation or discussion.

More able- They answer ‘how’ and ‘why’ questions about their experiences and in response to stories or events.
	
	Watching story of Tiddler the story telling fish. Pupils to recall some of the creatures that Tiddler met. Class discussion about these animals. Are they real? How do they know? Which animals do they know live in the sea?
	
	Draw an underwater sea scene and draw some of the sea animals. Pupils to add labels to annotate their drawing.
Using small world sea animals, pupils to write non-fiction sentences about their chosen sea animal. Can they write descriptions of their animal in complete sentences?


	Bunny rabbits to share their writing about sea animals. 2 stars and a wish peer assessment of their writing. 
	

	Speaking

-Uses language to imagine and recreate roles and experiences in play situations.

-Links statements and sticks to a main theme or intention.

- Uses talk to organise, sequence and clarify thinking, ideas, feelings and events.

More able- They develop their own narratives and explanations by connecting ideas or events.
	
	Reading non-fiction power point about sharks. Modelled writing of a good sentence about a shark. Shared write of a further sentence. Reinforce word building and sentence structure. Use of a wow word. Etc. 
	
	Non-fiction fact writing about sharks. Pupils to share what they have recalled about sharks. Orally plan their sentence before writing it
Pupils to read simple sentences about sharks and decide which are true and which are not. Pupils to cut and stick facts to the paper and draw a picture of a shark. (encourage labelling of their picture) 


	Shark quiz- Can they pupils help to decide which statements are true and false? Can pupils answer further questions and explain their answers? (AGT)
	

	Reading

-Can segment the sounds in simple words and blend them together and knows which letters represent some of them.

- Links sounds to letters, naming and sounding the letters of the alphabet.

-Begins to read words and simple sentences.
	
	Non-fiction shared writing about Sea animals. Pupils to observe the different sea animals in the power point. Do we know any facts about this sea animal?  Modelling writing fact sentence about dolphins then shared write of a factual sentence about each animal. 
	
	My favourite under the sea animal writing activity- can they pupils describe their favourite sea animal and explain why they like it?

Water tray- pebble net catch- pupils to use the nets to try to catch a pebble. When they have found the pebble, they must read the letter and match it to the upper case letter before they place it back into the water.  
ICT – Take photographs of the fish, print out and stick into book. Write fishy facts.
	Which facts the pupils find out about Sea animals? Can we write 3 facts we have found out about sea animals this week?
	

	Writing

-Hears and says the initial sound in words.
